Patent explosion is a prevailing feature of the knowledge-based economy, not
just in developed countries but also in emerging countries. Ideally, patent
system and competition policy should work together to promote innovation.
However, patent thicket—overlapping patent rights due to patent explosion—
makes it further difficult to keep a proper balance between exclusivity and
competition; well-balanced alignment of exclusion and competition needs
understanding of complex industry dynamics which are evolved by
competition and innovation.

There are many significant, but still rather unsettled, economic analyses and
policy debates on the relationship between patent system and competition
policy: under what conditions is a refusal to license intellectual property
permissible?; to what extent should a competition authority accommodate the
need for firms to cooperate during innovation process?; is there any role of a
competition authority in the policy arena of intellectual properties?

In this symposium, we discuss appropriate roles for competition authorities
vis-a-vis patent systems on the basis of economic analyses and experiences in
Europe, the USA, and Japan. CPRC invites distinguished economists from
Europe and the USA to give keynote speeches in Part I of the symposium. In
Partll, a panel discussion will be held with these speakers and two additional
commentators from Japan.
